Lanthanum and other lanthanons can cause delayed blood clotting, leading to hemorrhages.  Has caused liver injury in exper animals.


INGESTION:  May cause central nervous system effects, headache, nausea, vomitting, vertigo, bronchial and general intestinal irritation with abdominal swelling and pain.  May vaporize when aspirated into the tracheobronchial tree with a resultant rapid dilution of alveolar air and marked fall in its oxygen content, with consequent brain damage or cardiac arrest.


SKIN CONTACT:  Vapor may cause irritation with redness.  Repeated or prolonged contact may cause dermatitis due to defatting.  Blister formation, itching, erythema, pigmentation and pain have been reported.  Skin exposures may enhance neurotoxic effects from inhalation exposure.


EYE CONTACT:  Contact may cause irritation with redness and pain.  Vapors at 880ppm for 15 minutes caused irritation.
